Discussion

Arterial ulcers (AUs) are defined as open lesions between the knee and ankle joint that occur in the presence of venous 
disease.They are the most common cause of leg ulcers, accounting for 60-80% of them. The prevalence of AUs is between 
0.18% and 1%. Over the age of 65, the prevalence increases to 4%. On an average 33-60% of these ulcers persist for more 
than 6 weeks and are therefore referred to as chronic AUs.*

Maxiocel is a non-woven microfibre dressing made up of 100% Chitosan, is highly absorbent antimicrobial dressing with 
pain reduction and scar improvement properties. It can be used for moderate to heavily exuding wounds of varied depth, 
shape and size.

Overall, Maxiocel was also found to be an excellent chitosan wound  dressing in patients suffering from Venous Leg Ulcers
